Student Sponsorship Program 
Education is a wonderful tool 
to help break the vicious cycle 
of poverty in the Dominican 
Republic.  It provides hope.  
That is something these kids 
would not have without a great 
education at a Christian school.  
Solid Rock Missions is cur-
rently working with four Chris-
tian schools in the western 
Dominican Republic through 
our sponsorship program.  The 
sponsorship program provides 
excellent educational opportu-

1200 students attending classes 
there.  We also work with the 
Jim Smith School in El 
Rosario.  They have 220 stu-
dents.  The third school is the 
Lucille Rupp School in San 
Juan.  We are  working with 50 
children there who cannot 
afford to go to this school 
without help.  And the most 
recent, the Lamb of God 
School is located on the Hai-
tian border in the small town 
of Elias Piña.  We just started a 
sponsorship program there.  
There are 270 students in that 
school needing assistance.  As 
the sponsorships grow, new 
schools will be added in the 
future.  Besides the financial 

help, our work teams also help 
maintain the school facilities. 

Sponsorships provide for the 
child’s education, books and 
supplies, a uniform, medical 
and dental care, and a hot meal 
each school day.  In return, you 
will receive a profile of your 
student  and occasional letters 
from your child.  

 You can sponsor a child for 
$24 US per month.  Over 91 
cents of every dollar goes di-
rectly to support the child’s 
education.

Coming Soon…..A New Clinic 
In 1998, a flood swept through 
San Juan destroying everything 
in its path, including the CCSI 

Clinic.  It ruined all of the 
equipment and records.   It 
also left a big muddy mess.  It 

took six months to clean it up 
and re-equip the facility before 
the doors could be re-opened 
to serve the poor in the west-
ern part of the DR. 

That experience has always 
been in the back of our minds.  
It could happen again.  We 
hope not but we also know 
that it is possible.  That is why 
we purchased some high 
ground and we are working on 
completing the design of a 
new building.     The new 

building will allow us to im-
prove care and not have to 
worry about the possibility of 
another flood.   It will also 
allow us to expand the services 
the clinic offers.   

When the design is complete, 
you will be hearing more 
about this new facility and 
how you can have a part in 
bringing it into reality. Our 
clinics are another great way 
for people to hear about the 
love of Jesus.

was no place for doctors to 
work.  The patient load contin-
ues to grow as area residents 
find the clinic as a good source 
for their healthcare needs.  
One Dominican doctor cur-
rently staffs this clinic. 

 Work at both clinics is supple-
mented by medical teams from 
North America who also set up 
day clinics in small towns 
throughout the western Do-
minican Republic.  Healthcare 
is important.  More important 
is the patient’s spiritual health.

Clinics—Filling The Gap 
The start of Solid Rock Mis-
sions was in the medical field.  
It all started back in  1989 
when the CCSI clinic was 
opened in a barrio on the out-
skirts of San Juan de la Ma-
guana.  Teams from North 
America came and continue to 
come to serve the poor in the 
western part of the Dominican 
Republic with the care that was 
unavailable any other way.  
Many times the services are 
free but if the patient’s family 
could pay a little, there was a 
small charge to help with the 
expenses of operating the 
clinic.  At its peak, the clinic 
has seen up to 30,000 patients 
a year.  Several attempts have 
been made by the Dominican 
government to start socialized 
healthcare.  That has had some 
impact but people of the area 

continue to return to the CCSI 
clinic for care. 

 There is a staff of Dominican 
doctors that work there year-
round providing everything 
from  general care to general 
surgery.   In addition we have 
about a half dozen surgical 
teams that bring a variety of 
specialties that are unavailable 
any other way. 

 As needs have changed, so has 
the building.  Additions have 
been added and the building 
has served the clinic well.  In 
1998, the clinic was devastated 
with eight feet of mud and 
water, when Hurricane Geor-
ges visited the central part of 
the Dominican Republic.   

   In late 2003, we opened the 
Christian Clinic of El Cercado.  
In this town of 30,000, there

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Just like students here, students 
in the Dominican Republic 
need to learn a foreign lan-
guage.  Most generally, that is 
English.  The best way is to 
learn from English speaking 
people.   Solid Rock Missions 
tries to provide qualified teach-
ers to help teach students in 
grades 3-12 the basics of lan-
guage, getting them to the level 
they are comfortable in speak-
ing English as a second lan-
guage. 

 It is not a glamorous job, but 
it is rewarding when these 
teachers look back at the rela-
tionships they built and the 
improvements they see in their 
students.  These teaching posi-
tions are volunteer positions.  
Solid Rock Missions provides 
housing, living expenses and 
curriculum material.  For more 
information on the require-
ments and for an application, 
contact Amanda Short at Solid 
Rock Missions.    
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As students graduate from high 
school, some have the desire to 
move on to a higher education.  
We cannot help all of the stu-
dents but we can try to make 
resources available to the best 
ones for them to continue their 
education.  These students first 
apply for the limited scholar-
ships.  If they are accepted, we 
raise funds for their education.  
Their class loads and grades are 
monitored and they are held 
accountable.  When they 
graduate from college, they are 
required to spend two years 
working for one of our minis-
tries.   

 There is a waiting list of stu-
dents wanting to join the pro-
gram.  We can only add them 
once we have secured enough 
funds to keep current students 
in school.  These are kids that 
deserve the opportunity.  
Please contact our office for 
details and requirements for 
students in this program.

There are many places in the 
world where clean drinking wa-
ter is not readily available.  In 
many cases, the lack of clean 
water is a risk to the health and 
well being of individuals.  Dis-
ease and even death can be a 
result.  Solid Rock Missions has 
been working with Rotary Clubs 
to bring clean water into homes 
with a very simple sand filter 
that is very effective in cleaning 
the dirtiest water and making it 
safe to use.  As these filters are 
placed, the Gospel message is 
also being shared.

expand the coverage area of the 
Voice of the Light radio.   The 
station provides uplifting music, 
news, teaching and prayer into 
homes that need to hear about 
the love of Jesus.

 Funding for the radio ministry 
comes from specific giving or by 
underwriting  a day of broadcast-
ing with a one hundred dollar 
(US) contribution.

Solid Rock Missions works in 
areas where other house-
building organizations do not 
go, providing new housing for 
people who desperately need a 
dry, substantial place to live.  
For $3,000 US, we can build a 
concrete, tin roof, two-
bedroom home with bathroom.  
These homes help  people who 
do not have the resources to 
improve their own living condi-
tions.   This would make a great 
Christmas project for families 
that have difficulty in buying 
gifts for relatives who have 
everything.  It is a great way to 
share the love of Jesus.  

At this point, we 
have been able to provide some 
good used  equipment and a 
small amount of funding to 
help them stay on the air.

We are in the 
process of shipping a 
more powerful trans-
mitter to them.
