It does affect our ministries but our main concern is the effects it is
having on the people. Inflation has well exceeded over 100% for this past year. That has drastically affected the
average Dominican family. Their income is pretty much all going to feed their families with nothing extra. Some are
even cutting back on the number of meals they eat each day.

Inflation is having an effect on our ministries as well. It has caused them to tighten their belts and to ask us for more
financial help.

This Thanksgiving, as you thank God for all He has done for you, please remember to pray for our brothers in the
Dominican Republic.

We always have some ongoing projects. We are just past the halfway point in raising funds for a pickup truck for use
at the guesthouse. We could also use your help in either sponsoring a student at one of the schools or by giving to
help provide healthcare assurance for 12 people each year.

We would like to thank you for your faithful giving this past year to the ministries we are involved with. We are excited
to see how God has met needs both physically and financially. Thank you for partnering with us in this very important
ministry. If you have not been involved, please consider joining us. We cannot do the things we are doing without
your help. We are certain that God will bless your gifts.
